He believed every piece of wood had a story to tell and using a pocket knife and chisel, he unveiled that 

 He had a lot to say about creation, politics, war and 
life in general, and he expressed his thoughts through animals, birds, men, women and children. He had a 
great sense of humor, often conveyed through his pieces.  
 
The Oklahoma Hall of Fame is hosting an artist lecture in continued celebration of Willa th 
birthday this year. Stone Family: Artist Lecture  will be held on Thurs., Mar. 24 from 6 to 7 p.m. The 
lecture is at the Gaylord-Pickens Museum in Midtown Oklahoma City and features Linda Stone, daughter 
of the late Willard Stone.
